Read: Deuteronomy 6:3-9, Leviticus 19:18 & Matthew 22:34-40

34 But when the Pharisees heard that he had silenced the Sadducees, they gathered
together. 35 And one of them, a lawyer, asked him a question to test him. 36
“Teacher, which is the great commandment in the Law?” 37 And he said to him, “You
shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your
mind. 38 This is the great and first commandment. 39 And a second is like it: You shall
love your neighbor as yourself. 40 On these two commandments depend all the Law
and the Prophets.” (Matthew 22:34-40)

understand what Jesus means, we need to first understand Deuteronomy 6 &
Leviticus 19

e Inverse 40, what does “all the Law and the Prophets” refer to? What is Jesus’
message to the religious leaders in this passage?

e Asyou reflect on the passages, what could/does it look like for you to love God
and love others in your personal life?

LOVING RELATIONSHIPS | WE COMMIT OURSELVES TO PURSUE AUTHENTIC

complaint against another, forgiving each other; as the Lord has forgiven you, so
you also must forgive.
