e We are given some important time markers in verse 17. How does knowing that
the book contains what was, is, and will be help us to read Revelation?

e "We are given the answer to a "mystery" in verse 20, telling us what the stars and
lampstands represent. What do they represent? How does this help us read this
passage?

Life

e How does this passage impact your life? Think about your relationship with God,
others, the world, your attitude, habits, decisions, how you use your time, how you
view the future.

e Even if we might not understand all that this book means, what is presented to
Christians as our reason for comfort, even in difficulty?
